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SECTION 2: CBA RESOURCES
1. Super Thursday

Elder Law and Trust & Estate Section take over the 9th Floor of the CBA offices every
third Thursday of the month (except for June & July) for section and committee
meetings. Super Thursday is a “must” for any new practitioner wanting to learn more
about the T&E field in Colorado. Participation in these committees and subcommittees
is open to all Section members and is encouraged. A call-in option is available for most
meetings held on Super Thursday.

Summaries of some of the larger committees and projects are below.

Statutory Revisions Committee: The Statutory Revisions Committee (‘SRC”) is the
largest standing committee of the T&E Section. As its name suggests, this Committee’s
principal function is to critically examine and, when needed, draft revisions to existing
probate law for consideration by the Colorado legislature. This committee also
considers proposals for new probate laws. In order to accomplish that, SRC forms
subcommittees to debate, draft, and promote changes to Colorado’s probate statutes.
Each subcommittee’s work product is then considered for approval at the monthly
meeting of SRC.

Orange Book Forms Committee: Members of the Orange Book Forms Committee draft,
review, and revise forms and notes on use for publication in Colorado Estate Planning
Forms, also known as the Orange Book Forms, published by CLE in Colorado, Inc. Due
to constant changes to state and federal law, this Committee continually updates its
forms.

Rules and Forms Committee: The Rules and Forms Committee reviews and revises the
probate Judicial Department Forms (JDF) and the Colorado Rules of Probate Procedure
(CRPP). Revisions to the JDF Forms are sent onto the State Court Administrator’s
Office (SCAO) for approval and posting on the Colorado State Judicial Branch website.

Civic and Community Affairs Committee: The Civic and Community Affairs Committee is
responsible for most of the T&E Section’s public education endeavors. This Committee
assists with updates to brochures offered to the public by the CBA on topics that include
“So Now You Are a Personal Representative,” “So You Are a Trustee,” “What to do
When Someone Dies,” and “Probate in Colorado.” These brochures are available at
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www.cobar.org. The T&E Section also helps sponsor the annual Senior Law Day, and
annual publication of the Senior Law Handbook, which is also available on the website.

CLE Committee: The CLE Committee brainstorms ideas and speakers for upcoming
CLE programs, including the annual T&E Update, the Estate Planning Retreat and
special programs. The Committee works in conjunction with CLE in Colorado, Inc. The
Committee welcomes ideas for CLE topics and speakers.

d. Probate Litigation Practicum

Practitioners are also
encouraged to contact experienced practitioners already serving in the GAL/CAC
role for opportunities to observe them in action. This is also a great opportunity to
build a working relationship with experienced practitioners in the field.

7. Volunteer Probate Attorney Clinic at the Denver Probate Court
The Denver Probate Court holds a volunteer probate attorney clinic every
Mondays and Wednesdays from 1:30 — 3:30PM. New attorneys can be paired
with seasoned volunteer attorneys to gain experience with providing legal
counsel.

8. Colorado Attorney Mentoring Program (CAMP)
The Colorado Attorney Mentoring Program was created by the Chief Justice
