•
Welcome new member: Ann Kiley, elder law lawyer

•
Proposal to Governor’s Office with help of American Humane, AG’s Office, and others: Kathleen reported that a number of individuals and agencies are meeting with Governor Ritter’s office with a proposal that he create a family violence task force.  This task force will coordinate prevention and intervention efforts in Colorado. Kathleen will keep the committee informed of the progress of this initiative.

•
Domestic Violence: Make It Your Business: Denise Kay reported:
o
Housing training: Pursuant to a settlement of a discrimination case, she developed and trained Urban Housing, Inc., a provider of government assisted housing, about domestic violence in the workplace.  This training incorporated state and Federal laws enacted to protect victims of domestic violence from being evicted because of their status as a victim.  Denise also trained several other housing sites and hopes to continue to provide the training to other facilities.

o
Society for Human Resource Management (SHRM): Denise conducted trainings for SHRM chapters in Colorado Springs and Vail.  Denise is presenting an overview of MIYB at the SHRM conference in Keystone in September.

o
Partnership with Volunteers of America: Denise collaborated with the Volunteers of America Guild to provide complementary trainings to corporate sponsors of the Guild dinner.  She is following up with 10 corporate sponsors.

o
Denver: Kathleen reported that, in October 2006, City and County of Denver revised their workplace violence policy to include how to respond to domestic violence.  Pursuant to that revision, Denver, using MIYB materials, has conducted three train-the-trainers, and intends to train all 16,000 of their employees.  They have created an intra-website with information about domestic violence and resources for their employees.

o
The Committee asked Denise to provide cost sheets, outlining the costs for current trainings, and a list of other providers of domestic violence in the workplace training with their fees for such training.

•
Network to End Financial Exploitation of the Elderly: Julie Lemke reported:

o
She has tried to obtain feedback from those who attended the 5 prior trainings (Adams County, Boulder, Pueblo, Durango, and Fort Collins).  She has received one response from each of those locations.  She is working on setting up meetings/phone calls with the community planners for these conferences, with the goal of trying to determine if the training helped improve the response to elder financial exploitation and if there are ways the CBA can be of continued support.  She will keep the Committee informed as she proceeds.

o
Colorado Springs training is scheduled for November 9, 2007.  The planning committee wants to focus on drafting and using powers of attorney.  

o
18th JD – Arapahoe/Douglas/Elbert Counties is scheduled for August 24, 2007.

o
Grand Junction training is tentatively scheduled for September 2007.

o
1st JD – Jefferson/Gilpin Counties training is not yet scheduled.

o
The Committee supported the nomination of Carl Glatstein for AARP National Aging and Law Award.  Kathleen and Ann will work to submit the nomination by June 30 deadline.

o
The American Bar Association renewed the Law and Aging grant until December 31, 2007.

Youth at Risk Task Force: Shari reported
The task force is focusing on providing information about opportunities for lawyers to mentor youth who are aging out the foster care system and those youth in the truancy system.

Colorado Alliance for Cruelty Prevention: Kathleen reported

Training is being scheduled in Grand Junction.  

o
The Alliance is looking at developing/collecting procedures for professionals, such as investigation procedures, prosecution procedures, etc.  These would be available to use in trainings and would be posted on the CACP website.

Legislation (HB 1235): The legislature passed a provision clarifying that a condition protecting animals can be inserted in a criminal protection order.
