There was a brief discussion regarding Watch House.  Material was distributed.  Charlie Garcia recommended time limits to which Norm agreed.  Ted Tow quietly called the kettle black.  Charlie also suggested that they give us an outline of why they want to speak to us and what they want, to which Ted Tow agreed.
3
Charlie brought up the juvenile justice bill.  Ted Tow claimed kumbaya with Public Defender Doug Wilson and CCDB lobbyist Maureen Cain, which everyone found just a little hard to believe.  We can wait for now and see if LPC wants our input.  
Michael Valdez was going to update us, but was in another meeting around the corner.
SB 58 deals with immunity for PD’s and ADC and the Child Representative.  It has been tabled for the moment per Lindy Frolich.  ADC has been talking to insurance companies and CTLA.  It may be stricken and re-filed as a late bill.  The bill may be put into the ADC enabling act to get through a little easier.  Accordingly, the Office of the Child Representative is withdrawing from the bill.
