A contract relationship with the Department is required to receive routine respondent parent counsel appointments for respondents in D&N cases in this District.  When the web-based court appointed counsel payment request system is implemented, you will be required to request your contract payments for court appointments on-line.

Qualifications:

· Applicants must have maintained their license to practice law in Colorado for at least three (3) years.  Significant experience in family law is highly desirable.  A description of additional District requirements is included with the application materials.
