Qualifications

· Applicants must have maintained their licensed to practice law in Colorado for at least three (3) years.  Significant experience in truancy cases is highly desirable.  A description of further Court requirements is included with the application materials.

· Applicants must maintain a policy of professional liability insurance.

· Applicants must have available sufficient staff and other resources to support the adequate representation of any and all clients who may be assigned under the terms of the contract.
