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About Us

The mission of the Colorado Bar Foundation (the Foundation) is to support justice through legal services and
law-related education throughout Colorado. The Foundation is a 509(a)(3) Type 1 grant-making and support-
ing organization to the Colorado Bar Association (CBA); the responsibilities of the Foundation are as defined
in IRS Publication 557. All services and programs applying for grants from the Foundation are subject to the
same application, review process, and standards.

The annual contributions, donations, and estate gifts left to the Foundation are skillfully shepherded by the
board to provide:

= Assistance with the provision or improved delivery of legal services by supporting the representation of
individuals in court proceedings, furnishing advice to pro se litigants, and disseminating general infor-
mation about various legal matters (including, but not limited to, domestic relation proceedings, pro-
bate and trust administration, estate planning, immigration, evictions, and bankruptcy)

= Promotion of law-related education to the public by supporting organizations that provide information
and education about our American legal/justice system to community organizations and to school chil-
dren of all ages

= Improvement of the administration of justice by supporting our courts and judicial officers, delivering
accessible information about the Colorado court system, providing child-care for litigants and jurors,
and assisting law enforcement and the judiciary in performing their functions.

Due to a cost-sharing agreement with the CBA, the Foundation is blessed to have a dedicated half-time man-
ager, Elizabeth Akalin. Elizabeth has managed the Foundation for the past nine years, but her position was
expanded in 2023 to allow her to focus solely on the Foundation, and to manage the expansion of develop-
ment efforts, special events, and the bolstered grants portfolio. The Foundation is grateful for the support
from the CBA that has enabled us to scale up operations to better support our community.
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Letter from the Chairperson

This year, the Colorado Bar Foundation continued its strong trajectory of community investment, awarding
a record level of funding to grantees across the state. Thanks to the generosity of our donors, we were able
to award $461,622 to 81 programs around the state. We also continued our longstanding partnership with
COLTAF and issued a block grant to help co-fund pro bono legal services, a collaboration that enabled eligi-
ble nonprofits to receive funding without duplicating the application process.

This year, the Foundation test-piloted a multi-year funding grant program. Select grantees whose applica-
tions historically scored high and who previously received grant awards for a minimum of five consecutive
years were invited to apply for a three-year grant. These organizations received a total of $99,000 in fund-
ing, which will automatically renew in 2026 and 2027. Multi-year funding allows nonprofits to have stability
and predictability in their financial planning while reducing the administrative burden of completing annual
grant applications.

We extend our sincere thanks to the Colorado Bar Association for their ongoing partnership. Their stead-
fast support and collaboration continue to amplify the Foundation’s ability to meet community needs and
advance our mission.

Thanks to the transformative Aisenberg estate gift received in 2022, along with the enduring generosity of
our loyal donors, our grantmaking capacity continues to grow. This year, we were able to increase both the
total funds awarded and the average grant size, allowing us to continue delivering meaningful support to
essential legal service nonprofits. In 2025, the trustees reviewed 119 grant applications and awarded the
following:
